A dairy cow usually starts
producing milk at the age
of 2. Farmers usually milk
them twice a day: in the
morning (around 6 am*)
and in the afternoon
(around 5 pm*).

Farmers store the milk in a
special cold place.We call it
a tank.The milk stays there
for 24 - 48 hours.Then tankers
collect the milk and take it to
a dairy factory.

When the tanker delivers the
milk to the dairy factory there
are a lot of things to do. First it
goes to quality control. Then
it is time for pasteurisation
and more processing.The
milk is then ready to go into
cartons and bottles.

Special lorries deliver the
cartons and the bottles of
milk to the shops.You and
your family can now drink it.
