In the USA, Cinco de Mayo is a much larger celebration than in 
Mexico. Especially in areas where a lot of Mexican-Americans 4) stay/
live. There are celebrations all over the USA and some of the biggest 
are in Chicago, Denver, Los Angeles and Houston. The celebrations 
5)  consist/include big parades with dancers, musicians and 
performers wearing traditional Mexican clothing. Some of the parades 
even have horses and car shows.

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Cinco de Mayo is a holiday that takes place on 5th May each year to celebrate  
Mexico winning the Battle of Puebla in 1862. Today, people don’t just celebrate  

this event in parts of Mexico, but in parts of the USA, too.
